BIG Questions

We would like to encourage the children to develop their depth of thinking about the world around them by asking BIG QUESTIONS about what they see, hear and experience. Each week, we shall be posing a different BIG QUESTION which we would like ALL the children to have a go at attempting to answer.

Open-ended questions have no right or wrong answers, but help to broaden children’s thinking, to develop their speech and language skills, and to build confidence in their ability to express themselves.

Children can respond in a variety of ways – drawing, painting, poetry, prayer writing, creative writing, sewing, clay work, collage, through ICT, a mind-map (or in any other way they like). BEFORE responding, however, children MUST discuss their thoughts and ideas with an adult. Please encourage your child to express themselves clearly and succinctly, speaking in full sentences. This will help them formulate their ideas. They could jot down their thoughts as they go to help them remember.
