NC Objective:

Recall and use multiplication and division facts
for the 2, 5 and 10 times tables, including
recognising odd and even numbers.

Vocabulary:

Division, multiplication, grouping,

During this step, children focus on efficient strategies and whether they should use grouping or sharing

depending on the context of the question.
They use their knowledge of the five times table to help them divide by 5.
They will continue to see the = sign both before and after the calculation.
