Maths

Reading

Read the extracts (to an adult if possible) and then answer the
questions.

Do daily dictation if you can, with an adult choosing a word from the
Y3/4 word list (on the website) and giving you a sentence that you need
to practise verbally before writing it down. Remember to include the
correct punctuation.

Grammar

on the sheet.
