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Consider these Christian ideas:
[image: ]Christians believe that humankind is a bit like a crushed Coke can: people were made in good shape – in the image of God (Genesis 1:27) – but are broken by sin. Sin ruins the image of God in people, making them less than what God intended them to be.
But Christians believe that when Jesus died on the cross, he took away this sin. It means that people are given a fresh start. 
Christians believe that by trusting in Jesus’s death, people can once again become what God always made them to be.

What are your thoughts on these ideas?
· Why is it so important to Christians that Jesus died on the cross?
· Why is the image of a crushed Coke can used to describe what humankind have become?
· What words would you use to describe what God intended people to be like?

· Create a ‘cross-word art’ using the words that you have come up with (like the ones we did for the words associated with God in the autumn term, with different fonts and colours and text directions).


· What do you think God would want us to do in the world now to become more like those people you have described?

· Write a prayer that a Christian may say to God to promise to work towards being more like the people He intended us to be.
