Morse code is a
communication system that
represents the alphabet and
numbers with a series of
dots or dashes or a
combination of both like
you can see here.
Can you write a secret
coded message for your
family to crack?

During WW2 there was a
shortage of materials to
make clothes. People were
urged to make, do and mend.
Do you have any clothes or
accessories that you could
‘upcycle’ into new clothing or
something completely
different to give it a new
purpose?

Why not try to learn the
Horrible Histories VE Day Song
and perform it to your family.

Learn the words to ‘We’ll Meet
Again’, which the nation is
being encouraged to sing on
their doorsteps after the
Queen’s address on Friday
evening.
