Anna: "l like RE, but | prefer learning about other religions more as it is often new learning."

Grace: "Yes, because we learn about RE in all different areas: in the classroom, at church, in worship, and through our lives."
Freddie: "Yes, we learn loads of stuff about God and Jesus."
