C is the odd one out because it is equal to three whole ones and one third. A, B and D are all equal to three
whole ones.

Tammy is incorrect because one whole sandwich equals four parts. 42 + 4 = 10r2

10 whole sandwiches were eaten — and 2 parts.

The statement is incorrect. Doubling means multiplying by 2, which means you have 2 whole ones, not 3 whole ones.
For example:

= 2 whole ones
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Anya did because 3 is equivalent to a half.
