Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart was born on January 

27, 1756, in Salzburg, Austria. He was a child 

genius! At age 4 he began playing a keyboard 

instrument called a harpsichord. At age 5 he 

composed his own pieces. A year later, his 

father began taking him to perform concerts 

throughout Europe. Mozart played the violin, 

organ, piano, and harpsichord. 

Did you know, Mozart 

was only 35 years old 

when he died?
