Children use different methods to subtract money. They will see examples where they can physically remove
the coins, and examples where they will need to use their knowledge of converting money to exchange £1 for
100 pence. Children also use number lines to count on or back to calculate the difference between two

amounts.

Key Questions:

Can we make 50p in a different way to make it easier to subtract 10p physically?
Which number should I place on the number line first?

Could I count backwards on the number line?

Does this change the difference?

Do we need to exchange any pounds for pence?
